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"Unreceptive certainly describes the attitude encountered by recently upgraded* Army Staff Sergeant John 

Sexton, who in 1971 was suddenly and without warning released from a VC prison camp near the 

Cambodian border. The possibility existed that the camp was actually inside a part of Cambodia controlled 

by communist guerrillas. It was difficult for POWs to decipher their precise location. At first Sexton was 

accompanied by NVA soldiers who made him walk point, as the Air Force man  killed by First Force Recon 

had been made to do, but he was then abandoned near the small town of Snoul in Cambodia to make his own 

way back. Sexton, who was dressed in black pajamas and carried a message from the communists asking for 

reciprocity for his release, said that once he reached American lines no one on his own side was interested, 

other than to impress upon him that be was to keep his mouth shut. For a long time he felt that it might have 

been more convenient for his own side if he had died in prison camp. For years after his return, he could not 

speak at meetings held by the families.

 Kurt Mccrary stated: For 26 months Sexton never talked to another American. He lived in a 4 by 8 

foot shelter in the ground where he was unable to stand erect. A half-inch under 6 feet, Sexton once was a 

thick-chested 185 pounds. He lost 50 pounds. At night, when he was shackled, mice crawled in his hair. He 

went months without a bath; it was a constant struggle not to lose his mind. He thought at times of just 

giving up and dying.

Schindler, Greg A local area writer and poet. autobiography: I’m told I was born most small and 

useless at a very young age.  Fortunately I was in a hospital at the time—Grace Hospital in Detroit. And even 

more fortunate was the happenstance that my mother was right there in the same hospital with me. Mom’s 

name is Anna Bernice English Schindler. Born Gregory Allen Schindler, I was a wee little scrawny know 

nothing of a runt. The hospital had no use for me, so after a couple days, they sent me packing, and mom and 

dad took pity on me and brought me home to Warren. Dad didn’t have so many names like Mom, just Walter 

Schindler. Not even a middle name. There on Essex Street, they say I ate quite a lot and grew bigger inch by 

inch sort of slow but pretty normal, and I kinda smartened up a tad, though not abnormally much. But my 

memory didn’t kick in till sometime after I turned two and the family escaped from Warren to Center Line. 

There were four of us then because I was born having an older brother—a pest named Terry Dale Schindler. 

Most of the time that pest description was a mutual thing with us. We moved into a house on Helen Street 

built by my dad and two of his brothers—Uncles Fred and Harold. Dad had three more brothers—Art, Bill, 

and Rich—and three sisters Florence, Otelia, and Clara. All six boys served in World War II and miracu-

lously returned physically unscathed.  Dad worked at Woodall’s factory more than thirty years, but for spare 

money, being a highly skilled gardener, he sold many plants and cut flowers to florists and at the Royal Oak 

Farmers’ Market. We kids earned our extra money helping him in the garden. He was also a talented vocalist 

who sang solos in the church choir, soloed at weddings and sang with the prestigious Detroit Rackham 

Choir. Most members of that choir are high school choir teachers. He was also quite a good chess player—an 

even match against our family doctor.   

My mother began working at Hudson’s Department Store soon after my youngest brother entered 

first grade, commuting by bus to downtown Detroit. Kathy, Brent, and Brian are my younger siblings. Mom 

was skilled as a portrait photographer and floral arranger, and she became a masterful seamstress. Dad built 

her a darkroom upstairs and she earned the family a bit of extra money with her photography. As of this writ-

ing, she’s ninety-nine and ailing, but still quite alive. She was born in Port Huron in 1920. Dad was born in 
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Detroit in 1916. He passed away in 1990.  I lived at 8072 Helen Street in Center Line while attending Vic-

tory Ellis Grade School, Busch Junior High, and Center Line High, where I graduated in 1964. As well as I 

can recall, I was an above average student, but not an outstanding one. I was very good at figuring things out, 

but had a mediocre memory—tended to forget my homework too often. In fifth grade I was one of the two 

best chess players in the class—even beating the teacher, Mr. Miller, on rare occasions. I learned the game 

from my dad and brother, but Mr. Miller taught me a bit too. We played at lunch hour and sometimes toward 

the end of the afternoon. 
Mom had read Terry and me Black Beauty, Robinson Crusoe, Treasure Island and a few other books 

at bed time when we were young. I think that’s why we became quite voracious readers. We’d read with 

flashlights under the covers some nights because we couldn’t put the book down. We devoured the Hardy 

Boys mysteries and every horse story by Walter Farley, also some science fiction and biographies. I guess I 

did read some heavier stuff though. I recall when one librarian at the local library wouldn’t let me take out a 

rather thick book about Easter Island, thinking I couldn’t read it. But I asked a librarian who knew me better, 

and she said yes. I had no trouble reading it, but found much of it a bit boring. 
At Center Line High I recall that I was a B+ student—mostly Bs with a few As and an occasional C. I 

recall my biology teacher once asking who my English teacher was. I was curious as to why he’d asked me 

that, so I queried my English teacher, Miss White, about it. She smiled and said he’d shown her a somewhat 

lengthy paper on evolution I’d written and asked whether I was capable of writing it. Of course she told him 

it appeared to be my writing. Apparently he’d suspected plagiarism, so I guess I was a fairly good writer 

then. 
My creative writing teacher also was encouraging. In his class I most often wrote poems similar to 

those of E. E. Cummings. I recall that he sent some of our writing away, and a classmate and I were pub-

lished in a high school anthology—my poem and her short story. 
I attended Wayne State U. three years, then transferred to Eastern Michigan U. There I received a 

bachelors’ degree in education in December of 1969. But I quickly realized I wasn’t meant to be a high 

school teacher. I taught journalism, creative writing, and English in 1970 and left for San Francisco in 1972. 

California shortly thereafter. 
In the S.F. Bay area I drove a cab, and met and married my wife, Susanna. There we managed a 21 

unit apartment building. We enjoyed Oakland and being near Berkeley, but the endless, summer weather 

gave me the strange feeling that no time was passing. I was in a time warp. Then, when her dad died in 1975, 

my wife missed being near her mother and siblings, so we moved to New York. In Oakland we’d also found 

a small earthquake a bit “unsettling”. 
We lived at 103rd & Riverside until 1979, we managed a 72-unit apartment building for about two 

years before moving to Michigan. The main reason for that move was that we were thinking about becoming 

parents and agreed that Manhattan was not an ideal place to raise a child. So we moved into a flat a few 

doors from my parents on Helen Street in Center Line. Our son and only child, Seth, was born in 1980 and I 

began working for the Michigan Department of Social Service in 1981. I was employed there until 1998 

when I decided to start a taxi company—Red Dot Cab. In 2008 I retired, giving my cab company over to my 

brother Brian. 
In 1985 we had moved to a mobile home park in Macomb Township because the house we lived in 

on Helen Street house was sold. So our son Seth attended the Macomb Township school system. After grad-

uating from Chippewa Valley High School, he went on to Oakland University, Freiburg University, and 

Clark University, where he got a PhD. Today he’s a professor at Manchester University in England. 
My wife, Susanna, had also matriculated at Oakland University, where she received a degree in edu-

cation in 1991. She taught third grade for ten years at a Catholic school. 
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We moved to our current home in 1999. In Sterling Heights I retired and continued my writing and 

my hobby of daylily hybridizing. I’ve registered about a dozen daylily cultivars, and published seven books 

in several genres—poetry, children’s, science fiction, and adventure. 
I could recount a million memories of times spent in California, New York, and Michigan—most 

good, some bad. Raising my son has been one of the best parts of my life. I’ve said that had Sue and I known 

how great raising a kid was, we would have had more, but as the eldest ten children, my wife did much child 

raising before she left home. She wasn’t interested in starting a large family. 
Philosophically, Sue and Seth and I are all well to the left, as, I believe, are most educated people. 
I’m working on another book of poetry, songs, and short stories, and I play pickleball often for enjoy-

ment and exercise.  Sue and I live in Sterling Heights now. Our son is currently a professor at Manchester 

University in the UK and I have published seven books-- Poetry, children's books, science fiction, and an ad-

venture fiction book. My book web site is <g-a-schindlerauthorpage.com>, where you can learn all about my 

books.

Wesley Arnold first met norm when he was just a boy who lived with a crippled mother add an aged grand 

father. His family was poor. Norm was a member of this Center Line good fellows and brought Wes’s his 

family food and a check at Christmas. Later he gave young Wes a tour of the fire station.  As the years went 

by after after Wes got out of the army and also became a volunteer fireman and Goodfellow. He discovered 

that Norm Smith was a great Fire Chief and a very good person.  Norm made efforts to do good things and 

treat everyone fairly. 

Years went by and I interviewed norm and he had quite a bit to tell me about local history. We would go out 

to lunch and every time I would learn something new about local history.  Norms lifetime experience was a 

valuable source of knowledge. His family had owned the farms that became Olivet Cemetery.  Then the 

family worked there in the early days. 

Of particular interest was his experience as the sexton of Saint Clement Cemetery.  He was a source for some 

of its history. He told me how some years there more bodies removed then buried there and how sometimes 

an undertaker would just pull the corpse out of the casket and leave the empty casket in the grave. He was 

the first to put this cemeteries records on a computer. He spent hours doing this. Then the parish got a new 

priest who did not like computers.

Both the new staff and the priest we’re not in favor of 

keeping records and especially on computers.  So the computer with all the records was disposed of without 

saving all the records that had been put on it. Many valuable records were lost which was not norm’s fault. 

We often met Norm at dad’s club pancake breakfasts and at other occasions and norm was always a source of 

good information. He had a good attitude and sensible outlook on life. He was a good example and an 

inspiration to many others.
